Is there a better way to read?
Did you know that fonts that
are hard to read actually help
comprehension? This is
because we spend more time
focusing on each word. Fonts
like Monotype Corsiva make
us feel like we haven’t
mastered the words, which
encourages deeper
processing.

What doesn’t necessarily
encourage deep processing,
however, is speed reading.
Speed reading highlights key
elements of a sentence - like
verbs and proper nouns - and
less time is spent focusing on
each individual word.

Fluent readers in English
read between 200 and 400
words on average per minute.
Speed readers use a technique
called “‘Meta guiding’:
moving their finger along the
line as they read. This can
