From the late 1990s onwards, the
art and sport of parkour has
spread worldwide. But it was
YouTube in 2005 that definitely
brought it to a global audience.
People around the world began to
post their videos online, making it
a mainstream sport, and in 2007,
the  first  major  parkour
competition was held in Vienna.
