They are sensational headlines
that get your attention so that you would click a link to an article, image, or video. They don't present facts - clickbait headlines are all
about your emotions and curiosity. Once you click on them, the website earns money from advertisers. The things that are usually posted
are not true. Websites use clickbait to draw in as many clicks as possible. Sensational headlines and content were used in the past but
they have become a danger in today’s digital world. Although it’s based on an old idea, clickbait has the same purpose: to grab your
attention at all costs. Clickbait can be harmful when it’s used along with the creation of fake news. Fake headlines stoke the emotions of
readers, who then spread lies on social media. Studies show that 6 out of 10 people share headlines on social media without reading the
actual article! But, can we recognize it? They have headlines and images that are not very clear and can let your imagination run wild.
Clickbait also uses shock to grab your attention, or numbered lists, like “12 Facts You Won't Believe Are True”. Many links use a
combination of these elements.

Zero tolerance for violence and ending violence should be the world's greatest priority and a universal goal. It is high time to speak openly
and take action! Students should undertake concrete steps to help put an end to violence.

1. Take the opportunity and promote 'zero violence' initiative;

2. Spread the network of supporters - ask your friends and family to join the cause.

3. Help the school activities - if the school doesn't have such a body/committee, start one with your classmates, plan and organise its future
activities.

4. Support the movement through concrete action;

5. Talk openly and mobilise others, including other young leaders, CEOs, leaders from the world of culture, media, sports and the arts,
including writers, architects, designers, actors, singers, athletes, etc.

How to fact-check?

Simply start by asking the following questions: Who is behind the information? What is the evidence? And what do other sources say? Fact-
checking brothers Kush Patel, 16, and his little brother Parth, 13, from North Carolina debunked a Twitter (Now ‘X’ social media platform)
posts about a book predicting the 2019 coronavirus. Two other siblings, brother-sister duo Jahin Rahman, 16, and Fahmin Rahman, 14,
teamed up to fact-check posts about CO2 emissions dropping 25% in China because of the virus.

Today the Teen Fact-Checking Network has 35 teenagers on staff from a dozen states. Through social media storytelling, these young
people have debunked more than 300 fake information - and that’s only the beginning. For now, they are just fact-checking information
about COVID-19, and have debunked more than 20 social media posts. Who knows, maybe in future all teens will be aware that they should
not believe everything they read online. Perhaps, fact-checking will become a daily routine for all of us!

How to be an expert fact-checker!

Professional fact-checkers—people who make sure articles and stories are correct before they're posted online or published—say that
looking beyond the story is the real secret to finding the truth. Use these truth-telling tips to know if what you're reading is for real.
SEARCH THE EXACT HEADLINE.

Type the exact same title of the story into a search engine. If the story isn’t real, websites may pop up right away that call it out as fake.
LOOK FOR OTHER ARTICLES ON THE SAME TOPIC.
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Big news stories will be covered everywhere! If a story seems hard to believe, and it only pops up in one or two places, that’s a sign that
something’s wrong.

CHECK THE DATE.

Is this a new story, or did it happen a long time ago? If it isn’t a new story, the information may be incorrect or just out of date.

SEE IFIT'S A KNOWN HOAX.

Many websites are dedicated to snuffing out incorrect stories and urban legends (myths that everyone thinks are true). If a story sounds
suspicious, ask an adult to help you look it up.

GO STRAIGHT TO THE SOURCE.

Search the internet to look for the organisations behind the facts. For example, if an organisation that supports peanut growers is behind
a study about the benefits of peanut butter, you know the goal is to sell more peanut butter.

GET UNSTUCK.

Social media is designed to keep you on the site. If you think something’s fishy about a story, leave the social media site and look up the
story on a search engine to look for other sources. Also try searching in a new browser or clearing your history, so your search history can’t
follow you.

"Safety First is Safety Always" - Rules To Ensure Road Safety For Children
Here are a few basic road safety rules for young adults that you can begin with.

1. Know Your Signals

Learn about the traffic lights and signs and what each colour indicates. Never cross the road if the sign/traffic light turns red.

2. Stop, Look, And Cross

Always look for signals and use the pedestrian crossing to cross the road. If there isn't one, look to your right and then to the left to see if
there are any approaching vehicles. If yes, wait for the vehicle to pass and then cross the road. Never cross at bends. Never cross between
stationary vehicles.

3. Pay Attention — Listen

If you hear a horn, stop and look to the left and right to see if a car is coming. Listen for sounds nearby to know if there is a moving vehicle.
4. Don’t Run On Roads

5. Always Use Sidewalks

6. Never Stick Hands Outside The Vehicle

8. Never Cross Road At Bends

9. Always wear a helmet when riding a bike, and always use the bicycle lane. Use light at night to be easily noticed by motorists.

10. Never stand inside a moving vehicle, especially a school bus or van. Stay seated and hold on to the hard rail inside the bus for support
until the vehicle comes to a stop.

11. Be Seen, Stay Safe

Dressing in black may be bad when you want to walk at night. Vehicle drivers must notice you if you want to stay safe. Wear light-coloured
clothes or reflective material when walking or biking at night. Wear bright clothing during the day. Wave your hand to indicate your
presence to an oncoming vehicle.

How to become better readers - techniques that will help us with reading comprehension

Read the title and subtitle.

If you don’t understand the words in the title, look them up.

Try to guess what the text is going to be about.

Read the entire text over. Don’t stop. Just read for a general idea.
Reread for the second time.

Take notes or write questions and comments.

Reread a third time if necessary.

Skimming and scanning are two techniques that are used to make reading comprehension easier for us. Both employ rapid eye
movement.

Skimming - we use it when we want to get the general idea in a text and it can function as a preview to a more detailed report or
article that we want to read, or as a review of something we have read before and that we want to discuss.

1. Read the title and table of contents.

2. Start by reading the report summary (abstract) or for articles, read the introductory paragraph first.

3. Also, reading the first and last sentences in each paragraph can be very useful.
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4. If you come to some important or confusing point, it's good to stop, and reread the entire sentence once again in order to
understand the idea.

Scanning - we use the scanning technique when we want to find some specific information.
1. First, decide what you are looking for - it's useful to use a few key words or phrases to locate information.
2. When you find one of your keywords, read the surrounding material carefully.

Uncovering your image’s backstory

Images and photos can be used as part of different stories, presentations or online blogs. Getting the right visuals can be a
difficult job. But, there are two easy ways to learn more about images and their online usage.

STEP 1

First, find the image you like and right-click on that image. Then, select Search Google for this Image.

Some information related to this image will be shown on the results page (e.g. image size and where else it may have appeared).
STEP 2

Also, you can go to images.google.com

The first thing you need to do is to click the camera icon. Then, you can either upload the image from your computer, or input the
image URL to search for that image.

Reverse Image Search on mobile
STEP 1

You can use your mobile for image search too. Actually, you use Reverse Image Search on your mobile, in Chrome. Choose an
image and long press on an image to bring up the option to Search Google for this Image.

STEP2

Also, you can use the desktop version of the tool. In that case, tap the three dots in the upper-right corner of the screen, then
select Request Desktop Site.

STEP 3

The page should refresh and then you can Paste image URL or Upload an image to search.

Here are some things teenagers can do to help protect the animals and the wildlife.

There are thousands of cats and dogs in shelters but
sadly, only few of them will be lucky enough to find a new home.

As digital citizens, teenagers share and post comments, images and videos. They explore who they are and take action on topics they
care about. Sometimes, not publishing your name when posting online can be a bonus — for example, if teenagers want to explore their

Finally, the internet gives teenagers access to news and
information, and many turn to the internet first to understand themselves and the world.
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Respect for yourself and other people is important in all relationships, and it’s no different when you’re online. It means that you should
treat online friends with respect, just like our face-to-face friends: don’t create or forward rude emails, nasty images or text messages
about someone else.
